When it comes to sheep, I'm pretty much clueless. Even
though | have a BS degree in Animal Science from the University
of lllinois, and even though | spent a fair amount of time on the
south farms during my Champaign-Urbana days, and even though
| got to know a few sheep people on a first name basis, | don’t
really know sheep. And yet believe it or not, | actually knew a fair
amount about them back then, when | was more immersed in
their world. Or they, in mine. But I've long forgotten much of that
insight. At the same time, it’s not that I’'m totally sheep-ignorant
either. | mean, | sheared a sheep once. That should count for
something. | know “Baa Baa Black Sheep/ Have you any wool...”
Heck. | even know the sheep password (“Baa-ram-ewe! Baa-ram-
ewe! To your breed, your fleece, your clan be true! Sheep be
true! Baa-ram-ewe!”) that Babe needed to say to get the sheep
to listen to him at the end of the movie. Beyond that, though--at
this moment in time, anyway--I've got nothing.

When it comes to salvation, by comparison, | know as much as
the next guy. Granted, my take is colored by my education and
upbringing, but | am grateful for both, so here’s what the
Catechism of the Catholic Church has to say: “Believing in Jesus
Christ and in the One who sent him for our salvation is necessary
for obtaining that salvation.” And, “Salvation comes from God
alone...” And, referencing the Dogmatic Constitution on Divine
Revelation Dei Verbum and Romans 1:16 (“For | am not ashamed
of the Gospel...”), ““The Word of God, which is the power of God

for salvation to everyone who has faith, is set forth and displays
its power in a most wonderful way in the writings of the New
Testament’ which hand on the ultimate truth of God’s Revelation.
Their central object is Jesus Christ, God’s incarnate Son: his acts,
teachings, Passion and glorification, and his Church’s beginnings
under the Spirit’s influence.”

“My
sheep hear my voice,” Jesus says. “I know them, and they follow
me. | give them eternal life, and they shall never perish.” | don’t
know about you, but this is the flock for me. “Baa-ram-ewe! Baa-
ram-ewe! To your breed, your fleece, your clan be true!” Believe
it or not, the Good Shepherd is calling. | believe it. “Sheep be
true...”
